
�. The proposed highway threatens four 
national forests and the Great Smoky 
Mountains National Park.  The damage 
to the mountain ecosystem, water and 
air quality, the economy, endangered 
species, and the beauty of this region 
would be irreversible.

�. The cost to build interstates through 
mountains is over $�� million per mile, 
according to a University of Kentucky 
study.  Even non-mountain interstates cost 
$�� million per mile.

�. Spending billions for an unnecessary 
highway when other priorities are straining 
the federal and state budgets is foolish.

�. You can currently travel from 
Savannah to Knoxville on existing 
superhighways: I-��, I-��, and I-��.  
The distance traveled on these existing 
roads is shorter than any possible route 
that could be used for the proposed I-�
or similar roadway.

�. County commissioners in five North 
Georgia and three North Carolina 
counties have passed resolutions 
opposing the proposed I-� highway.
The Southwestern North Carolina 
Planning and Economic Development 
Commission has also passed a 
resolution against I-�.  Stop I-� is a 
bipartisan coalition, comprised of a large 
number of supporting organizations.
